The Story
Set on a large area of 220 hectares, 53 of which are
dedicated to vineyards and 40 olive trees, it has the
typical characteristics of the Tuscan countryside adorned
with gentle hills, pastures and woods of unforgettable
colors. Set between the Poggio d'Arna and the Orcia
River bordering the south, it offers a unique panoramic
view of the Monte Amiata typical profile. 
PHILOSOPHY: The guidelines of organic agriculture are
followed and the full range of wines will be certified
organic by 2020. Only sulfur- and copper-based
products are used. Only organic fertilizers are used (there
is a cattle farm nearby for manure). The soil between the
rows of vines is tilled and no herbicides are used.
Minimum dosages of SO2 is used in the wines.

The Adjectives
OVERALL: Fine tannins and incredible length
AROMAS / FLAVORS: Dried Flowers, red berry fruits,
and notes of spice and fresh mushroom
MOUTHFEEL: Full-bodied, yet warm and soft,
well-balanced

The Selling Points
PAIRINGS: Roasted and stewed game meat. Excellent
with mature cheese and pasta with red meat and game
ragout
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
