can produce exceptional grapes. This led her in 1996 to

purchase land in the Sebastopol Hills. In 2019, Maison Louis
Roederer acquired the Merry Edwards Winery. Frédéric
Rouzaud, owner & President, is focused on ensuring continuity
& adhering to the core values by which both wineries are
connected: producing wines emblematic of their terroirs, all the
while pushing the boundaries of land stewardship.
