THE STORY

In 2005 Thomas, Francois and Anne Mériller took over the
direction of their parents’ domaine in the heart of Bergerac. They
are the bth generation to run the family farm, and their
commitment was such that they re-christened it Chateau Marie
Plaisance—after their mother, Marie, and the surrounding
hillsides where their vineyards grow, les coteaux de Plaisance.
Their parents had significantly revamped the winery in the
1990s. The 3 siblings built upon this by moving the domaine to
organic farming, starting the certification process in 2010.
