Around 70% of Mosquita Muerta’s production is sold in Buenos

Aires, where the wines have become an overnight success
among Argentine wine connoisseurs. Mosquita Muerta was
started in 2009 by José Millan with the idea of creating premium
blends.
PHILOSOPHY: Our philosophy is to use multiples
fermentation and aging techniques at the winery with all
our wines in order to deliver stunning hand-crafted
wines.
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
